demonstrating their ability to adapt, learn, move, live
Independently, and work alongside sighted colleagues.
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Features of the white cane:

e The white cane is long, robust, and has a metal or
plastic head. It can be extended in front of the blind
person and folded back to help them navigate.

e The white cane comes in a variety of shapes, including
standard, symbolic, long, arch, and electronic.

e The white cane retlects light, alerfing people that the
person uftilizing it is blind.
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The role of the Al Noor Centre for the
Rehabilitationof the Visually Impaired:

e Al Noor Center tfrains and develops the blind's
non-visual skills in orientation and mobillity, as well as the
proper use of the white cane.

e Spreading the culture of alternative technigues of
orientation and mobility, alternative technology, Braille,
and independent living skills, or incorporating them into
an integrated plan to help the blind live independently
and freely in fravel, education, and work.

Al Noor Center seeks to provide the blind with the
ability to keep or acquire and improve non-visual
abilities in a variety of fields, including the use of a white
cane, In accordance with their needs and wants.
